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Introduction

Syrphidae contains the second largest number of species after Agromyzidae
(Opomyzoidea) recorded in Lithuania. The first comprehensive work on the fauna of
Lithuanian Syrphidae was published by S.Yu. Kuznetzov (1987). According to the
Checklist of Lithuanian Diptera (Pakalniskis et al., 2006), there are 269 species of
hoverflies known from Lithuania together with this report.

All the previous papers, concerning Lithuanian Syrphidae, were designed to add the
data on the fauna of certain territories or on Lithuanian fauna in general, where no
categories of rarity were presented. This paper deals with ten new and 39 rare for the
Lithuanian fauna Syrphidae species. Several species mentioned in the report are
considered to be endangered or at least near threatened in certain European countries and
included in Red Data Books of those countries.

Material and methods

The material was collected by the author in 2001-2006 and by A. Jezukevi€ius in
2003. Entomological net, Malaise trap (by the author) or a color trap (by A.
Jezukevicius) were used for the collecting of insects. The flies are deposited in personal
collection of the author in Vilnius and in the collection of Cepkeliai State Strict Nature
Reserve (CR) in Marcinkonys.

New for Lithuania species are marked with an asterisk (*). Rare for our country
species are known from the publication (Lutovinovas, 2003a). Information on the
locality, finding date and the number of individuals collected are provided for every
species. The nomenclature follows H. Shumann et al. (1999).
